Local ace Carl Breeze comes to Snetterton this weekend aiming for overall honours 
to further increase his 14 point lead at the top of the standings over nearest rival 
Frank Wrathall. 
 
As the team’s head to the Norfolk venue, the King’s Lynn driver is keen to secure the 
crown having been a prodigious race winner in 2009. Breeze, with five wins under his 
belt already, is looking to score more podium results as the Ginetta’s have three 
races over the course of the weekend.
